Several
other building existed on or near the same site and
had burnt down or were destroyed by raging mon-

The peak was originally named by the Spanish as
Cerro del Tecolote (The Hill of the Owl), but it was

later changed to Hermit's Peak after a religious Itaf
ian around the 1800s took refuge in a cave dwellin

near the crest. The Italian constructed religious tri
kets that he would trade for food in the town of old
